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Missionary Visits FUMC
Dr. Elma Jocson will visit FUMC on Saturday, July 20th. Please plan to come and hear about her wonderful work on our behalf. Please invite friends from other congregations. Dr. Jocson is in great demand to visit many supporting churches during her short visit to the US. We are most fortunate to have her at FUMC.  We will meet her in a brief social time, sharing light desserts and beverages at 1:00 pm in the downstairs Fellowship Hall.  Then she will give a presentation about her work and the hospital at Ganta United Methodist Hospital in Liberia. For example, here are some excerpts from her January message:

“January, 2013: My highest daily census of medical cases so far this year is nine. Not all were big cases, however. But my last case was a challenge. I was called to see a 4-year-old girl who was sitting chest forward, facing upward and breathing noisily with pursed lips. Her parents said she accidentally swallowed a fish bone last November. Yes, November 2012! In December she allegedly coughed out a piece of bone (the father showed it to me) but since then she started breathing noisily and has stopped talking. We lightly sedated her and examined her throat, finding a whitish foreign body below the vocal cords. That was why she couldn’t talk and breathed noisily. We immediately performed a tracheotomy to establish an airway and removed the foreign body. The next day she was alert, smiling, sitting and breathing normally, though coughing. After four days we removed the tracheotomy and sent her home on the fifth post-op day.”
Elma T. Jocson, MD, a native of the Philippines, is a missionary with General Board of Global Ministries of The United Methodist Church, serving at Ganta Hospital, a major medical facility in northeastern Liberia. Established in 1926, Ganta's facilities were badly damaged during 14 years of civil war and in 2004 were virtually destroyed. The hospital is coming back, and even in the worst of times treated thousands of people every year, sometimes providing services in tents.
